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Health Care Card Holders - CSEF Important Update

Have you been granted a Health Care /Pension concession in the past 5 months? Due
to the extraordinary financial issues surrounding COVID, resulting in job losses for a
large number of Victorian families, the Government has authorised the Dept of
Education & Training (DET) to extend the CSEF (Camps, Sports & Excursion Funds)
payment.

Any parent who has been granted a Health Care Card (or Pension card), in the period
from 15 April to 5 October, is eligible for 50% ($62.50 per child) of the yearly CSEF.

If your card has an eligibility date of 15 April to 5 October, and you have not received
CSEF this year, please see Leanne at the office to complete a form.
We must have the form returned by Monday 23 November at the latest.

Also, given the circumstances this year, as most schools were unable to book
excursions/camps, swimming etc., DET have granted schools a ‘one-off’ dispensation
to transfer any unused CSEF to the books/stationery levy.

School Uniform

By now, all students should be in their correct Term 4 summer uniform. In case of bad
weather, please use your discretion for our Melbourne weather, and put in a jumper
(or jacket) for your child. Also, students must wear their sunhat and school sunglasses
when outside. Please make sure the sunglasses are not scratched, broken etc.
Replacements are available from the office.

Legionnaire hats are $11 & school sunglasses are $15.
