It is highly recommended that you use a computer to access your child's reports for
the first time. Subsequent logins can be made on a mobile device if preferred.

Once you have followed the instructions, you will be able o view your child's report
online.

Onee in the portal you will need to choose your child (if you have more than one at
our school) and then choose the reporling component.
